| Ten years after Wyoming college student Matthew Shepard was brutally murdered
| because of his sexual orientation, a 15-year-old gay California student is dead after
i a student allegedly shot him because of his sexual orientation and gender expression.
The 14-year-old attacker, among a group of students known to bully and harass King
because he sometimes wore makeup and jewelry and told classmates he was gay, has
been charged with murder and a hate crime.

We have received many comments about this terrible tragedy and have included a few in this update. As part of the
Models of Excellence Scholarship  program, Carl Matthes and Carl Johnson sent a check to establish a scholarship
which will be called the Lawrence King Memorial Scholarship

A year ago today, | contacted you regarding getting involved in Project 10. My husband and | had just found out that
our son was gay, and we wanted to support him in every way we could. Since then, his grades have gone from B’s
and C’s to straight A’s. He is taking honors biology and next year he will be in all honors classes. He was
just accepted into the California Junior Philharmonic and will be performing regularly at the Disney Concert Hall. His
social life is full as he is quite popular at his school. Accolades aside, he seems happy and comfortable with him-
self. Although my husband and | mourned the loss of the dreams we had of a straight son, at this point we are thrilled
to have such a wonderful child as he brings us joy every day. No longer do we mourn, but look forward to sharing a
great future with our only child. It's a sad irony that today, the anniversary of our son’s “coming out”, a hate-motivated
murder against a gay child has occurred.

Friends of Project 10 Inc. Responds

Project 10 began twenty-four years ago in the Los Angeles Unified School District as the result of a student like Larry
being harassed out of a local high school. Many advances have been achieved for gay, lesbian, bisexual and trans-
gender students since then, but Larry's death reminds us that much work still needs to be done to erase hatred and
bigotry in our society.

The 2001-02 California Healthy Kids Survey for the California Department of Education found that California students
who were harassed because they are, or are perceived to be gay or lesbian were more than five times more likely
than other students to report being threatened or injured with a weapon (28% to 5%).

The state mandates against the harassment of students on the basis of sexual orientation and gender, and many
schools have antibullying programs in place. The schools, on the other hand, complain that the mandates
are unfunded, and therefore, the programs cannot be carried out. It is unfortunate that programs have to be in place
to teach teachers, principals and other school leaders what should already be in their hearts. Public school educa-
tion is for everyone. Gay and gender nonconforming students should be free pursue their education
in a safe environment, secure in the knowledge that their right to self expression will be protected
by the vigorous enforcement of existing laws and a general will to end hatred and discrimination.

In Memory of Gary Fuller

Gary Fuller, a generous donor to the scholarship program, was tragically killed in a car \

crash last November. He established a scholarship in the name of Jan Knudson which will
continue as well as a scholarship being established in Gary’s hame. A beautiful memorial
service was held by friends last month, and the number of people who attended gave wit- ¥ =
ness to a kind and much loved friend.
