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REMEMBERING LAWRENCE  KING 
 
February 12th marked the first anniversary of the shooting death of openly gay student 
Lawrence King at E.O. Green Junior High School in Oxnard, CA. Recent court documents 
indicate that Lawrence was continually harassed verbally and physically in school. Little was 
done to mitigate the hostile environment surrounding him. This tragedy emphasizes the need 
for continued education of parents, school personnel, and students about LGBT issues. 
 
AND LET’S NOT FORGET  TWO COURT CASES THAT OPENED T HE DOORS FOR 
LGBT STUDENTS IN THE PUBLIC SCHOOL SYSTEM... 
 
Fricke vs. Lynch (1980) – Aaron Fricke sued the principal of Cumberland High School, 

Rhode Island for the right to bring a same sex date to the prom. The court ruled in his favor and this case has been 
routinely cited in school events involving same sex couples. 
 
Colin vs. Orange Unified School District (2000) – Anthony Colin was a student at El Modena High School in the 
city of Orange. He went to court to force the principal of his school to give official recognition to the Gay Straight 
Alliance (GSA) club. The US District Court ruled in Colin’s favor, citing the Federal Equal Access Provision Act. The 
proliferation of GSAs in public high schools throughout the nation is due in large part to this significant ruling. 

DR. URIBE RECIPIENT OF NOGLSTP EDUCATOR AWARD 
 
The National Organization of Gay and Lesbian Scientists and Technical Professionals 
(NOGLSTP) has selected Dr. Virginia Uribe for their 2009 Educator’s Award. This award 
is made to an educator who has enabled GLBT students in science and technology 
through teaching, counseling, advocacy and other educational roles. Dr. Uribe was 
chosen because of her educational achievements and leadership in the GLBT community. 
 
The award was presented in Chicago at the annual conference of the American Association 
For the Advancement of Science on Sunday, February 15, 2009. Accepting the 
award for Dr. Uribe was Caltech staff member Rochelle Dia- mond, a friend and 

supporter of Friends of Project 10, who was herself named a Fellow for the AAAS for her outstanding contributions 
in the field of research biology. We would like to congratulate Rochelle, who with her partner, Barbara Belmont, have 
participated in the Models of Pride conference throughout the years.
